BY LAWS

of the 

OHIO CORROSION COMMITTEE 

Article I

Organization

Section 1 
The committee shall be known as: The Ohio Corrosion Committee.

Section 2
The Ohio Corrosion Committee will function as a Technical Committee and constitute a clearing-house for the exchange of engineering information on corrosion problems arising in the state of Ohio.

Section 3
The Ohio Corrosion Committee will only work as a clearing house for cases relating to corrosion.  The individual member companies will keep any records that are required, as required by DOT.

Article II

Membership

Section 1
The City Departments, transit, utility, and private pipe line companies and others which have a mutual interest in the corrosion problems arising in the territory are eligible for membership.

Section 2
The Committee shall consist of one or more representative for each member organization who will be authorized to pass on matters pertaining to the Committee organization.  However, each member may designate alternate representatives to attend meetings of the Committee and to participate in the discussions. 

Section 3
Consultants representing member companies on full time basis shall be entitled to attend meetings.  Other consultants having business with the Committee may attend the meeting to present their case.

Section 4
In all cases, the representatives shall be personnel actively associated with corrosion work in the respective member organizations.

Section 5
Consultants and vendors may attend the meetings for informational purposes.   This privilege will be relinquished in the event that an attendee is impolite.

Article III

Officers
Section 1
The officers shall consists of a Chairperson, Vice Chairperson, and Secretary.

(a)  The Chairperson and Vice Chairperson will be elected at the December meeting in even numbered years and serve for a two year term.  The secretary will be appointed by the chairperson and serve for the same term. 

(b)  The Chairperson shall arrange for Committee meetings, arrange for the speaker, prepare the agenda for meetings and perform other duties incidental to the office of Chairperson.

(b)  The Vice Chairperson shall serve in the absence of the Chairperson.

(c)  The Secretary shall record the minutes of the Committee meetings and handle the correspondence of the committee under the direction of the Chairperson.

Article IV

Dues

Section 1
There shall be no dues for membership.

Section 2
The expenses for correspondence, stationery, postage, and other minor expenses incidental to the operation of the Committee, shall be shared by rotating this work among the membership or by other suitable arrangements.

Article V

Meetings

The Committee will hold three (3) regular meetings each year, in  April, September, and December. Meetings will be in the first full week of April and December.  In September the meeting will be held the week after Labor Day week. Meeting day preference will be on Wednesday, alternate meeting dates will be Tuesday or Thursday. Meetings will be held during working hours, at times and locations to be arranged by the Chairperson.  When required a special meeting may be arranged by the Chairperson.  Vendors will be invited to display their products at the April meeting for a small fee that covers expenses.

Article VI

Policy and Procedures

As noted under Article I, Section 2, the Committee is to be, essentially, a clearing-house for technical information pertaining to the corrosion problems that are of mutual interest to the member organizations.  The Committee will function in accordance with the following general procedures:

(a)  The Committee will not undertake any testing program, nor engage in any investigations and will not make recommendations, as a Committee.

(b)  Each member organization will conduct such tests and surveys upon its own property as it considers necessary. The arrangements for joint testing, mitigative measures, etc., shall be made by direct negotiation between the member organizations concerned.

(c)  However, a member organization may request from the Committee technical advice, concerning its corrosion problems, on an informal and non-binding basis.

(d)  A Committee member may arrange with the Chairperson to place on the meeting agenda, for discussion, such corrosion problems as are of particular interest to their organization.

(e)  The Committee shall act as an agency through which the members can be advised in advance whenever possible, of such systems changes which may be likely to influence the corrosion conditions on other systems.  The Secretary, when duly informed by letter or email, by a member organization of any item of interest to all members, will note such in the minutes.

(f)  Subject to member organization approval, the Committee will act as an agency for the exchange of reports and information pertaining to corrosion conditions on the system of the respective organizations.






(g)  New cases must be submitted to the secretary on the New  Case form.  If multiple cases are submitted, they must have a form for each individual case.  This may be submitted either electronically or via a paper copy.

(h)  Cases that are pending and static for a period of 2 years will be evaluated and terminated if inactive.  The secretary will contact the member that submitted the case and request the current status.  If necessary, a request will be made to resubmit the cases.


(i)  The only records that the committee will keep are minutes of the submitted cases and the attendance.  Records of the outcome of each individual case are the responsibility of the member companies involved.

(j)  Minutes will be made available at each meeting.  Electronic copies will be sent and can be requested by sending the secretary your email address.   The latter is the perfered method so review of cases can be accomplished prior to the meeting.

Article VII

Amendment Procedure


The committee at a regularly scheduled meeting will review amendments to this set of by-laws. The committee will vote outcome of the amendment on at the next regularly scheduled meeting.
